NOTES:

1. Fabricator to verify all yardage requirements.  

2. All stitching to be double, over-locked, and joined with safety stitching. 

3. Coverlets, duvets and bedspreads to be seamed in thirds, with full width center panel.  No center seams. All fabric patterns to be centered and matched. 
4. Dusters to be made with heavy duty muslin deck with a 4” platform strip around the perimeter in the same fabric as the duster. 

5. All zippers or other fastenings shall be heavy duty, contract quality, operate smoothly, be securely anchored or attached, and be suitable for repetitive contract use.

6. Fabricator shall review design concept and notify “purchasing agent” of any problems or discrepancies prior to fabrication.

7. All items must be fabricated in accordance with the purchasing firm’s “Purchasing Preambles”.

8. All materials and fabrication shall be of contract quality as per the operator or franchisor’s standards and specifications.

9. All material, foam and fill must be flame treated to comply with national, state, local codes as well as operator’s life and safety codes, whichever is greater.
