1. Fabric to be 1st quality, free of defects, no seconds, no bolt ends.

2. Fabric to be dimensionally stable. No bowing or skewing.

3. Fabric to be colorfast and pre-shrunk. 

4. Where applicable for humid climates, goods must be inherently mildew resistant or must be treated for mildew resistance. Where applicable, goods must be suitable for use in tropical and high humidity conditions. 

5. Ship fabric on roll, ship in largest bolt roll possible.

6. Fabricator shall review design concept and notify “purchasing agent” of any problems or discrepancies, pertaining to use or design or construction or any other concern, prior to manufacturer and shipping.

7. All treatments must not alter the appearance or durability of the goods.

8. All items must be fabricated in accordance with the purchasing firm’s “Purchasing Preambles”.

9. All materials and fabrication shall be of contract quality as per the operator or franchisor’s standards and specifications.

10. All Material must comply with national, state, local codes as well as operator’s life and safety codes, whichever is greater.

11. All goods supplied must be of the suppliers own design.

12. SUBMITTALS for approval prior to shipping or production :

· sko from current dye lot

· cuttings and strike-offs must be a minimum of 6” square
