NOTES:

1. All fabric patterns to be centered and matched.

2. Use construction quality kiln-dried hardwood with all joints glued, screwed using a minimum 3” lag bolts, finished, double-doweled and corners blocked. 
3. Provide NON-RUSTING GLIDES that are suitable for carpet floor (or nylon for hard surface floors).
4. All metal parts and zippers must be guaranteed against rust, corrosion and scratching.
5. All hardware shall be heavy duty, contract quality, operate smoothly, be securely anchored or attached, and be suitable for repetitive contract use.
6. Manufacturer must supply touch-up material for each finish.

7. Fabricator must provide a structurally sound product with proper proportions to insure stability and prevent tipping.  All wood or fiberboard must be fully kiln dried, of ample density, and strength. There shall be no warping of materials.

8. Fabricator shall review design concept and notify “purchasing agent” of any problems or discrepancies prior to fabrication.

9. All items must be fabricated in accordance with the purchasing firm’s “Purchasing Preambles”.

10. All materials and construction shall be of contract quality as per the operator’s standards and specifications.

11. Materials and methods of construction must comply with state, national, local and the operator’s fire and life safety codes. 

12. Foam and fill must be flame retardant to comply with national, state, local codes as well as operator’s life and safety codes, whichever is greater.
